As an
artist, he soared high in the sky with the
wings of imagination and created a
universal abode and divine domicile for
him as well as for all the creatures around
him. He dreamed the impossible first and
the pious mission of 'live and let live'. He
took assistance from all the resources at
his disposal. He learned from the flowing
river how to be always continuous in his
mission. He understood the principle of
impartiality from the falling rain, the
golden sunbeams, the blowing wind, trees
overloaded with flowers and fruits. He
came across many incarnations in nature.
The music in nature, its varied colours,
and the diversity witnessed on the earth
and in the sky taught him to be generous
and maintain the holiness of nature. He

turned to art of various types and
transformed the utterly drastic and
dreadful real life into an easy living thing
of beauty and joy forever. Hence, to unveil
the different layers of art and deliver the
significance of artist has been always the
prime concern of criticism which has been
slightly tried to satisfy.

Art 1s a unique animation in words
sounds colours of the reality that the
human being undergoes either willingly or
unwillingly. It holds mirror to us. It
includes all the minute changes that take
place on the real platform of human and
nonhuman activities. Loyally, it depicts
what it encounters. Thus, we sense the
past, present and even future through the
reflection given to us by the artist whose
eyes are for nature and ears are for sounds.
Art is a sense of satisfaction, medium of
mirth, glow of glee, light of literature, pine
for purity, and breath for beauty. The man,
fallen angel as has been referred in the
Bible can reach back to the heaven and
acquire heavenly harmony and happiness
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with the wings of imagination only
because imagination is the very breath and
sole breathing of every art. Hence, John
Keats one of the mystic romantic poets in
his 'Ode to Nightingale' has utterly
underscored the impact and importance of
imagination by addressing earnestly to the
birdas:

Away! Away! For I will fly to thee
Not charioted by Bacchus and his pards
But on the viewless wings of poesy

Art is not merely a sense of solace
and support. It is definitely a deeper
eyesight that man can acquire with the
earnest assistance of imagination of which
he can beautifully behold the whole sight
beyond the horizon. Art has been found in
various modes and mediums. Hence
literature has words while music has
sounds as medium though both are really
relied on life for their commonly
inspiration and insight, a source for their
survival. Literature has been persistently
named as a beautiful speaking picture too.
It is quite unique as has been sincerely
stated by John Keats :

A thing of beauty is a joy forever:
Its loveliness increases;
It will never pass into nothingness

In order to form fashion and
experience art, every individual must have
an eye for nature and an ear for sound. It
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has been not experienced by the seen
organs of human body. On the contrary,
unseen, inward and invisible organs are
required to discern and distinguish art
being it the only product of imagination
and not the result of reason which has been
rightly underlined by John Keats as :
Heard melodies are sweet but those
unheard are still sweeter

Hence, silence is always loud,
unheard melodies are at all times sweeter
than the heard melodies being they have
been constantly beautiful and immortal.
Having the blessing of immortality and
permanency, imaginative reconstruction
of life is always beautiful, stunning and
striking and so it is constantly true as it has
been mentioned by John Keats as :

What the imagination seizes as beauty
must be truth

The artist is a sensitive soul who
wanders lonely as a cloud, overcomes the
wind, and attains more speed than the pace
of an eagle. He is the only right man in
workers' paradise. His truth is the ultimate
truth accepted by all and stamped as
universal being art itself is worldwide. So
it is imbibed with truth and truth only
which is generic as has been accepted by
JohnKeats as:

I am certain of nothing
but the holiness of heart's affections




and the truth of imagination.

Art transforms every ugly object
and aspect into a beautiful thing which
gives joy forever. It is a shaping power that
the Almighty has bestowed to the
fortunate souls in our mortal life. It brings
the real and the actual from the chaos of
messy world. It is the real harmonium
hailing out unity in diversity, integrity
among disintegrates, agreement among
disagreements for it reaches to civic
consensus as has been stated by John
Keatsas:

The Excellency of every art is its
intensity,
capable of making all disagreeable
evaporate.

Hence, to see and imagine are quite
pole apart for the first delivers the sphere
while the second gives us the very essence
and ethos of everything that each and
every individual tries to attain till the last
breath of his life. Thus, the very seeing and
imagining have separated huge number of
poets from one another of which some
have plainly accepted it with open heart as
has been admitted by John Keats as :
You speak of Lord Byron and me.
There is this great difference between us.
He describes what he sees. I describe what
Iimagine. Mine is the headrest task.

Every individual irrespective of
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caste and creed, nation and notion, size
and soul can see farther than his ordinary
capacity with the help of the wings of
imagination who is the only giant gigantic
in life. Hence, S. T. Coleridge in his 'The
Friend; A Series of Essays' has beautifully
underscored the massive magnitude of
imagination as :

The dwarf sees farther than the Giant,
When he has the giant's shoulders to
mount on

In short, the state of artist is
heavenly. With the strength of
imagination, he becomes quite extra-
ordinary so it is required to

Weave a circle round him thrice,
And close your eyes with holy dread
For he on honey dew hath fed.
And drunk the milk of paradise
